Three, your name may be removed from a
register. Or four, your name may not be certified from the register. (Rules of the State Personnel Board, Chapter 670-x-
9). According to the Code of Alabama, 36-26-47, a willful violation of exam security is a misdemeanor. Any person who
is convicted of this type of misdemeanor will not get a state job. If they are officers or employees of the state, they will be
required to forfeit their office or position for five years.

2. Your application form* must be completely filled out and brought in person on a day listed below:
